“Disconnect” between the science and policy communities:

Policymaking and scientific communities generally do not interact
at a level which creates a structured and direct dialogue.

Need for actionable information to inform the policymaking
process: The information policymakers receive must be
communicated in an accessible and understandable way.

Non-identical national policymaking process: There are large
discrepancies from one Member State to another, related to how
scientific institutions are involved in the policymaking process and
at what point.

A general lack of awareness: Consulted stakeholders
highlighted that organisations often need a decade-long vision
coupled with awareness-raising campaigns and the organisation of
workshops and conferences on their work and findings in order to
have some sort of policy impact.
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
